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Benefits
Front Wheel Drive
1. A front wheel drive configuration is slightly more energy-efficient than a similar rear wheel drive car.  By transferring power a shorter distance from engine to driving wheels, less power is lost through heat, friction, noise etc.

2. By eliminating the need for a front to rear drive shaft, there is a tendency toward less under body noise and vibration in a front wheel drive model.

3. By eliminating the need for a front to rear drive shaft, the central ‘hump’ in the car floor is reduced in size, creating a roomier interior in a similar sized car.

4. Front wheel drive is generally a more compact configuration than a rear wheel drive, which will provide a weight saving over rear wheel drive ( which will contribute to better fuel economy ).

5. Front wheel drive is generally more compatible with an east-west engine configuration, which distributes engine weight lower and closer to the centre of the car than a North-South rear wheel drive configuration ( thereby lowering the car’s centre of gravity ) which contributes to better weight balance in the car.  This may also contribute to improved handling in some circumstances.
6. Front wheel drive is generally more affordable to manufacture in large volume cars than a rear wheel drive, which contributes to a more affordable new car price.
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
